USPS has been dedicated to making boating safer and more en-

joyable since 1914. Introductory boating classes were offered to 

new boaters and advanced classes to graduates who became 

members. Historically, prospective members were required to pass the USPS 

Boating Course or Boat Smart examination or equivalent before they could join 

USPS. 

In February, participants attending the Annual Meeting in Jacksonville, Florida 

voted to waive the exam requirements for membership in USPS. For months prior 

to voting, USPS members debated as to whether waiving the exam requirement 

would be good for squadrons or detrimental. Some felt the waiver would water 

down our standards and educational mission while others felt it would revitalize 

our organization by attracting new members. 

The exam requirement waiver will be in effect for the next three years although 

squadron participation is voluntary. Our Squadron can choose to use the waiver as 

a vehicle to attract new members or not.  Membership is not automatic; individuals 

will still be invited to join at the discretion of the squadron. 

“Despite what we are told about viewing change as an opportunity rather than a 

problem, most of us deeply dislike dealing with change. Change is unsettling and 

tradition is threatened”. We can resist, ignore, or accept change. Or, we can      

embrace it and use this opportunity to take the lead and try out the new waiver. 

BSPS has the essentials needed to lead the way. We have the right people, the 

right skills, and are in the right position to meet the challenges of this change. We 

have a clear vision and mission statement. We have leadership from within our 

squadron at the Squadron, District, and National level. We have skilled instructors 

to teach our public boating classes, advanced and elective course, and the new 

seminars. And, most important of all we have an outstanding membership       

committed to promoting safe boating practices. 

BSPS can use the exam requirement waiver to increase our membership and make 

our Squadron’s educational classes and civic activities even more valuable to the 

public. It means working together and facing our fears to overcome uncertainty.  

Involving our membership in the process and providing an opportunity for     

members to express their concerns are essential to successfully implementing the 

waiver. 

BSPS is a strong and vital organization.  Safe boating education remains our core 

strength and our future. So, let’s adjust our sails and lead the way to an even 

stronger and more vital organization.    ×

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Executive Officer Notes

Another USPS Annual meeting is over and a very busy time it was. While the time 

at Jacksonville is history -- many changes were proposed and some very important 

proposals voted on that will affect us for years to come. I will highlight a few of 

these here and others in upcoming issues. 

. The first thing is to congratulate the United States Power Squadron on a major 

milestone. This is the awarding of Life memberships to women, this for the first 

time. In this day and age, it is hard for us to believe (or remember) that women 

have only been allowed full membership in USPS for 25 years. Before that they 

could take classes and belong to the auxiliary, but full membership wasn’t        

allowed. This all changed in 1982. 

And a change for the good it was. Not only has the entire organization benefited, 

but our squadron and district have also directly benefited with our past two     

commanders being women and the incoming district commander also a woman. 

Not only that, we have many women actively involved in all aspects of our   

squadron – so many that I can’t list them all. Besides all the great skills and talent 

USPS has gained because of this change 25 years ago, I have to wonder if we 

would even exist today without the active involvement of our women members. I 

can say with absolute certainty that without the change made a quarter century 

ago, we wouldn’t be half as good as we are today.  

The second item is that of the Membership Examination Waiver. This was initially 

proposed at the governing board in August 2006 and was tabled until the annual 

meeting. It was passed by a greater than two-thirds majority in Jacksonville, but 

not without quite a bit of discussion -- both pro and con. Basically what this means 

is that squadrons can, if they so choose, admit to membership individuals who 

have not passed a basic boating course or test. Note that this is not a change to the 

bylaws, but is a three-year waiver. It will be reviewed after that time to see if this 

is the direction we want to go.  

The waiver was proposed by the national education department primarily as a way 

to recruit experienced boaters from our seminars. It is expected, as the number of 

seminars grows, that more and more members of the general public will become 

interested in the extensive educational opportunities afforded to our members. This 

will then allow the squadrons to bring them onboard and get them into our classes. 

It will also be useful in recruiting members from our yacht clubs and even 

neighbors at the marina.    ×

OP-ED Knowledge or Money

Last month at the National USPS Annual Meeting in Jacksonville, Florida,       

representatives voted to suspend any requirement to pass even a basic examination 

of boating knowledge and safety. The only requirement now is to pay your dues, 

I'm appalled!  This was billed as an enabler to increase membership. I for one  

consider this to have sullied my pride of membership and considered dropping out 

after some 44 years. I just don't get it! If passing an exam on basic boating safety 

is a deterrent to potential individuals for becoming members, then let em' keep 

their money. Will the ABA eliminate the BAR exam next and the AMA let me 

join if I pay my dues? 

At a time when many states (including Washington) are now requiring operators 

permits based on examinations of boating fundamentals and boating safety, USPS 

(after 92 years) is going the other way. Most of the time USPS moves on routinely 

with no real issues but every so often an issue of major significance surfaces and 

such issues should be brought before the membership overtly and distinctly in  

order to instruct our delegates how to vote at National. In my opinion, this is 

clearly one of those issues and to my knowledge, the membership of this squadron 

never had a voice in the matter--yet the squadron representatives at National all 

voted to approve the resolution. But wait! This new ruling leaves us an out.      

National won't require an exam but individual squadrons may still require an exam 

for membership. Won't this be jolly!  Now someone who wishes to transfer from a 

squadron who doesn't require an exam to one that does will have to take an exam 

in order to transfer. To that end, I urge members of this squadron to endorse     

retention of an exam for membership into this squadron. 

I am very supportive of membership initiatives that have some chance of bearing 

fruit without compromising our organizational core values but this change fails 

both.  Squadron membership problems are not going to be solved by "gimmicks". I 

am reminded of a Kennedy oration in which he said that "we will not do this    

because it is easy but because it is hard". I think it should be “hard” to become a 

member of USPS and that is the key to a healthy vibrant membership.    ×

What are they about, where and when are they, who 

attends them 

Bellevue Sail and Power Squadron Rendezvous are currently held from April 

through October. One of these rendezvous is a collective group comprising    

members of all 17 Squadrons within our District (District 16) at this event there 

will be dozens of boats ranging from 18 feet and up. At two other rendezvous we 

team up with another Squadron for the weekend. The 6 remaining are for the most 

part, for Bellevue members, their family, and their guests. 

Our rendezvous are typically, but not always held at marinas in Puget Sound 

stretching form Gig Harbor to the south, to Spencer Spit State Park in the San 

Juan Islands. Members always pay for their individual boat moorage at these 

events. Some of the time each member will make their own reservations with the 

specific marina and other times not. For all occasions it is a common courtesy to 

let the Squadron know that you and your party will be attending. This is           

accomplished by registering on our web site www.BellevuePowerSquadron.org, 

go to Rendezvous in the members section and by contacting the host of the event 

by email or telephone. The first folks to arrive will be helping later arrivals with 

dock lines and getting you in. When you are in sight of the marina give us a call 

on the VHF calling “BSPS Wharfinger”, on channel 78A  

At some marinas we enjoy indoor facilities, while others may only have outdoor 

accommodations, most of which are covered, should a little dew be forecast. The 

theme or makeup of each rendezvous is quite different from the others, adding 

flavor to the occasion. A Saturday Pot-luck is common at a few of our rendezvous. 

With so much emphasis placed on teaching in the classroom, we try to make the 

rendezvous a very recreational time but, we will on occasion have some           

recreational learning for those that want to participate. This may be in the form of 

shooting off pyrotechnics high into the air, lighting off distress flares, practice 

using a fire extinguisher on a controlled fire and the like. The underlying theme 

for all rendezvous is to have fun and come home with a memorable vision, so that 

all hands will want to come again. 

Our granddaddy of them all is our Salmon Bake. This is very much a family affair 

with upwards of 30 boats filling the marina, sides of salmon roasting while horse 

shoes are being tossed. It’s truly an encompassing weekend from Friday evening’s 

cold cuts and wine to having our Bridge Officers cook your breakfast on Saturday, 

followed by the salmon roasting and beer garden. Sunday offers juice, sweet rolls, 

coffee and the like adding up to enjoying a weekend without doing much in the 

galley.  

Most anyone can host a rendezvous and typically done so with little or no money 

out of their pocket. The Squadron is always looking for someone to be in charge 

or just pitch in where an extra hand could be used. Virtually all the BSPS         

rendezvous are accessible by auto as well as by boat, and most have commercial
