Boating Safety
Lt Bob Evans, P, Boating Safety Officer

First a big thanks to Gus Decock for emailing to me the U.S. Coast Guard safety
article on winter boating. It got my brain to working.

As we, all know summer in the northwest begins July 4 and ends October 1.
Consequently, we can think of our water conditions as perpetual winter. Coast
Guard statistics show that more boaters die in the winter than summer months.
Duh, do you think that this might have something to do with water temperature?

The initial plunge into cold water can cause uncontrolled breathing and cardiac
arrest. So if you survive the initial dunking you have a whole 30 minutes before
hypothermia sets in. As this happens, we lose cerebral and muscle function. This
means that you could not swim a few yards to shore or get back into the boat. This
does not sound to me like a fun way to die. Particularly when medical science tells
us that drowning is one of the most painful ways to die.

So here is what to do

File a float plan and leave it with someone who will check too see
if you returned on schedule. If you plan to stay overnight, have a
plan to check in with someone. This is particularly important if
you boat alone. Jane tells me | am a crazy old fool. But | boat
alone anyway.

Have a marine radio turned to channel 16 and a GPS so you know
your latitude and longitude position at all times.

Never boat under the influence. This is doubly important in the
winter as alcohol causes peripheral vascular dilation. The idea
that alcohol warms you is just plain wrong.

Always wear a PFD. A float coat is best as it provides additional
insulation.

Have fun boating in the winter. It is some of the most peaceful
and beautiful time to be on the water.

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Who's in Control in the Water?
by Cori Myka, co-founder, Orca Swim School

Community programs tell you to know your limits, wear a life-
jacket, and be aware of your surroundings. But, is this enough?

No, it's not. The real question is: when you mix your body with a
body of water, which is in control? You may say the water is in
control since the water dictates temperature, tide, waves, current,
depth, etc. But, while these things affect your body, who/what is
in control of your body? Is it you or panic...or not sure?

To panic is to lose control of our body. When we panic, we leave
our body, feel disconnected, paralyzed, or gone. It seems safer
to mentally leave our body than to stay, so "we're out of here."
This may keep us safe in some situations, but not in the water.

Sure, if you know how to swim, you may have some control of
your body in the water. Many people, however, do not know how
to remain in control while in the water. In my years of teaching
swimming, people have said things like: “| can probably swim
enough to save myself” or | can swim, but not with comfort and
ease.” Others have said, “l can swim, but | can't wait to get to
the other side” or "I might panic in deep water.”

Most think the answer lies in taking swimming lessons - they
believe if they learn to tread water or do the front crawl, then
they'll be safe in the water. Unfortunately, it's not enough to keep
you safe in all situations. Safety lies in being able to control
yourself from panic and knowing how to bring yourself back into
control when the unexpected happens. After all, no one plans on
falling off their boat into the cold Puget Sound waters!

License all Boaters

We have learned of an emerging idea from the USCG Commandant to License all
boaters. The NBF (National Boating Federation) board in some e-mail comments
has recently discussed this idea, and although not a formal position, NBF will
heartily resist this Licensing idea, and others like Boat/US have already submitted
comments that would oppose the "L" word concept. As you all may remember,
one of the RBAW and WAMBE arguments FOR mandatory boater education in
Washington State was to prevent onerous boater licensing requirements. It seems
the Admiral is just "floating" this idea for the moment and hopefully his early
inputs will discourage the idea from moving forward. However, if we see it
starting to pick up steam, we (RBAW) will have to make this an agenda item, vote
on a position, and send comments to the Admiral's staff. Let us see what happens.

Canadian Sewage Regulations

In September, we sent a letter to various Canadian Officials opposing the proposed
new Canadian sewage regulations for pleasure craft.

The CBCYCA has advised Transport Canada is suggesting new sewage disposal
regulations for boats. Basically the new regs would permit discharge only 1 mile
off shore west of Vancouver Island or other areas off the seaward coast. Discharge
in all inland waters, including Georgia Strait & Strait of Juan DeFuca would be
prohibited. They would also require an onerous boat record keeping system to log
in each time you dump and get a receipt from a reception agency. This is in spite
of the fact that there are few pump outs in Canada, especially north of 50 degrees.

The CBCYCA and B.C. Marine Trades, along with others like RBAW inputting
comments, have made some headway in their arguments for a more sensible pump
-out policy in Canada. It appears:

1. The government is backing off on their total overall requirement for
all vessels in all areas. The proposal may only include a requirement
for pleasure craft where pump out facilities are available. Discharge
would be allowed in areas with no pump out facilities under certain
tidal and geographic conditions, generally 3 nm off shore or at the
farthest & deepest point away from shore.

2. The definition of holding tanks and MSD has been better defined.

3. The proposed onerous record keeping requirement would be
eliminated from pleasure craft.

Say What? Where Nautical Terms Originated

Starboard side— There was a time when ships didn’t have rudders at the stern.
Rather they had steering oars on the side of the ship — almost ways on the right-
hand side when facing toward the bow. This was called the “Steorbord” by the
Anglo-Saxons and in middle-English became “Sterboard.” Then becoming
“Starboard” in our modern English.

Port side — Back when ships were steered with a side mounted steering oar
(Starboard), goods were loaded on the opposite side to keep the steering oar from
being damaged (thus this was the side tied to the port pier). Since the steering
oars were nearly on the right-hand side of the ship (when facing forward) the port
side was on the left. However the original term was “Larboard,” not ‘“Port” This
goes back to the 12" century and in middle-English it was called “Ladderboard.”
However having a Starboard and Larboard side did cause some confusion when
orders were shouted on the sailing ships and in the mid-1850s the English Navy
changed to Port. This was soon followed by the U.S. Navy.
