Besides the normal tides, high tide and low tide, there are thrown into the mix yet 

a couple others: Spring Tide and Neap Tide: the Spring tide being extra high and 

the Neap tide being extra low within the tidal cycles. These two types of tides 

occur when the sun and moon are aligned along the same axis with the earth, ei-

ther on the same side (conjunction – new moon) or on opposing sides (cleverly 

named opposition – full moon). Where did the terms Spring and Neap come 

from? 

Spring Tide may have its origin from the very old Anglo-Saxon term Springer 

meaning, “to bulge.”

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ON-THE-WATER SEAMANSHIP CLASS 
Lt/C Lonnie Butler, AP 

The day started calm and ended with 5-10 knot SE winds and lots of rain! This 

was the third On-the-Water Seamanship class, Saturday Dec 9, 2006. Our       

classrooms were Dan Kellogg’s 32’ Nordic Tug for the third time, and Jerry 

Baker’s 39’ Meridian. The new Seamanship class focuses primarily on the cause 

and effect of boat handling. We met at 1000 at the Luther Burbank Park dock on 

Mercer  Island. The weather cut into our intended program earlier than we wanted, 

but several hardy souls went out later anyway with Jerry to play with twin-screw 

handling and maneuvering and docking approaches. The weather improved a little 

later. Class participants were Jerry Baker, Nick and Tatjana Ledbetter, Jim Lidgus 

and Judith, Kathleen Molosky, and Jim and Leslie Veres.  

Our first hour was on Dan’s boat, drinking coffee and eating the goodies, which he 

brought for all to enjoy, but we also tended to business by looking into the hatches 

in the sole to see what mysteries lay beneath. This is what a drip less shaft seal 

looks like? Why is that small black hose connected to it? What do those big green 

wires do that run to different screws and that strap that rubs on the shaft? Why is 

there some water in the bilge? Is that what a bilge pump looks like? That’s the 

float switch! Wow, that looks like a really snarling engine! Yes, 210hp but it sips 

fuel at 2100 rpm. The cooling water comes in through this valve and goes into all 

these chambers and then out there into the exhaust. Always check this raw water 

filter to make sure water can still flow through. This is the fuel filter and this is the 

oil filter, and this the all important oil dipstick! No, not your husband! That in-

verter takes 12vdc from the batteries and makes 110vac for household appliances. 

When this hose broke last summer on the domestic water heater over here, it   

emptied 150 gallons from the water tank into the bilge and was 6” deep under the

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engine, and that is scary until you find the source! This wye valve is what         

discharges the holding tank overboard, but you are not supposed to do that, 

well…. The batteries are in fiberglass boxes to keep corrosive fluids out of the 

bilge and secured from tipping over. This big switch separates the starting battery 

from the house batteries. Know how yours works! 

It is raining now so let us go outside and heave lines at cleats and dockhands! Oh, 

now I understand why long docking lines are important…40’ you say. Spring lines 

go from here to here and keep the boat from moving fore and aft. That single 

amidships line is really under strain from this wind! Ah, sail area or windage! I see 

the benefit of four lines to moor against a dock/float. That stern line with the    

rubber snubber passing over to the opposite side cleat is nice to keep the access on 

and off the boat close to the dock, allowing the boat to rock without harsh tugging. 

The after spring line forward is great for leaving the dock with the wind onto the 

dock. When docking with wind off the dock, as it is today, a forward spring line 

aft works good to power the stern into the dock while keeping the bow captured. 

Deploy lots of fenders though! Here is an application for using a carabineer with 

the eye of your line when tying to a timber rather than tying fat knots, which can 

tangle. Your own creativity is endless, and try other techniques specific to your 

boat’s cleat layout. 

Remember, a good landing is one, which has no injuries to the crew, no deep 

scratches in the gel coat, no dents in adjacent boats and no destruction to the dock. 

If it does not work the first time, back away and try it again! No rocks or docks is 

a successful cruise! 

We will be doing this again during the next Seamanship class, so if you would like

The Coast Guard has asked all cell phone service providers in states other then 

Alaska to remove the specialized keying sequence *CG as a method of requesting 

maritime emergency assistance and reroute all *CG to the nearest 911 operator. 

Boaters should use VHF-FM radios their primary means of making distress calls 

on the water. The Coast Guard is alerting mariners to stop using *CG immediately  

and begin using 911 on their cell phones to notify authorities of a maritime emer-

gency if a cell phone is their only means of communication.

The Washington Mandatory Boater Education Law goes into effect January 1, 

2007, and by January 1, 2008 all operators of boats with 15hp engines or larger, 

who are 20 years old or younger, will be required to have obtained and carry a 

Washington State Boater Education card under the phase-in of the law. 

Even if you and or your children are not yet required to have the card yet, start 

planning now so the necessary course can be completed in time to have the card 

when your age group phases-in. 

To qualify for a card, have your 20 or under child (or relative, neighbor, etc.) take 

the basic USPS Boating course through the Bellevue Power Squadron. Check your 

copy of the Bellviews for class schedules, for example, the ABC class will start at 

Boaterôs World on 17 February. 

The phase-in will eventually affect all boaters born after December 31, 1954. If
