From the Commander

Are you looking for a good book to read while you wait for
boating season to start? Whether you are an armchair sailor or
rough weather boater there are countless books for you to
choose. Here are some recommendations that | have recently
read and enjoyed.

Wonder what it would be like to get away from it all, to sail as far North as
possible? Dave and Jaja Martin with their three small children did just that. They
spent 3 years cruising on their 33-foot sailboat into the northern most reaches of
the globe. Their voyage takes them to the waters of Iceland, Norway, Spitsbergen,
the Faeroe lIslands, and Scotland. Into the Light: A Families Epic Journey
chronicles their voyage, their growth as a family, and their philosophical
development as well describes the places they traveled and people they met. This
is a heart-warming book full of humor, adventure and discovery.

Alva Simon describes his search of the ultima Thule “the last unknown” with his
wife in North to the Night: A Spiritual Odyssey in the Arctic. With their 36-foot
sailboat willingly frozen in the ice in Tay Bay of remote Bylot Island, Simon
describes the beauty of the landscape, the culture of the Inuit and the protean
nature of glacial ice as well as the physical and psychological demands of the
Arctic. Simon’s account of his experience makes for gripping reading especially
during the winter with the wind howling.

Harvey Oxenhorn signed on as an apprentice on The Regina Maris, a white oak
barkentine built in 1908, to chart the migratory patterns of the humpback whales.
In his book Tuning the Rig: A Journey to the Arctic he describes his voyage from
Boston to Greenland by way of Newfoundland and Labrador. This book is
interesting reading and includes descriptions of sail handling, whales and their
habits, icebergs and the areas he visits. Oxenhorn tragically died in a traffic
accident shortly after his book was published in 1990.

From the 1700s to the early 1900s, Cape Horn was a part of the clipper routes
which carried much of the world's trade. David Shaw in “Flying Cloud: The True
Story of America's Most Famous Clipper Ship and the Woman Who Guided Her
tells of Eleanor Creesy’s record setting transit from New York to California.
Eleanor Creesy, F1 y i ng n@viggou and she captain’s wife, had been
studying oceanic currents, weather phenomena, and astronomy since her girlhood.
She charted the course using the revolutionary new theories about wind directions
and ocean currents to set the first record and then several years later broke her own
record.

Today the Panama Canal has reduced the need to travel via the Horn however;
sailing around the Horn is widely regarded as one of the major challenges in
yachting. Miles Smeeton in Once is Enough and Reanne Hemingway-Douglas in
Cape Horn: One Manbs Dr e, dehof thed terifyingo ma

experiences sailing around Cape Horn. In December 1956, Miles and Beryl
Smeeton and a friend sailed their 46-foot ketch, Tzu Hang, from Melbourne,
Australia bound for England. Their boat was caught from astern by a huge wave
that somersaulted her and after 10 months of repair work; it was again capsized,
dismasted, and nearly sunk by a rouge wave. Much of this book takes place in a
port town in Chile where they put in for repairs and is about the people who
helped to restore the yacht, many of whom are real characters. Reanne Hemingway
-Douglass describes her very personal account of the voyage she and her husband
made to sail from California to Easter Island and their attempt to round Cape
Horn. A giant wave flips their small yacht end over end and caused extensive
damage. Reanne shares her most intimate thoughts and fears and gets into the
psychology of how people react to each other during normal times as well as life-
and-death crisis. Reanne writes so well you feel you are right there in the boat with
her. Reanne Hemmingway-Douglass and her husband Don Douglass have written
several guide books for boating in the Pacific Northwest.

Closer to home, Patrick Dillon in Lost at Sea delves into the mysterious tragedy of
the Americus and Altair and traces the two-year investigation launched by the
Coast Guard and National Transportation Safety Board. The Americus and Altair
set out from port in Alaskan waters at the peak of crabbing season in February
1993. They were considered state-of-the-art for the crabbing industry and each
ship was equipped with thousands of dollars’ worth of lifesaving equipment. The
Americus and Altair and the 14-crew men were from Anacortes.

Do you enjoy dark humor fiction? Then you should find 2182 Kilohertz by David
Masiel quite entertaining. Masiel, worked as a merchant seaman for nearly a
decade before writing this book. He writes about the hostile and unforgiving world
and describes the startling and fascinating details about oceangoing tugs. The
crews who work the frozen arctic seas are real people who are strange, complex,
anti-social and obsessed yet they are all likeable. This is a great story about a
world we know so little about.

There are also many classics and favorites worth reading or rereading if you have
already read them: The Old Man and the Sea by Ernest Hemingway; The Boat
Wh o Wo ul dby Eatley Molwat; &he Curve of Time by M. Wylie Blanchet;
Passage to Juneau: A Sea and its Meaning by Jonathan Rabin; and Endurance:
Shanckl et onds by Alfred leacsingb Theze ar¥ ldeyaldy gheusands
of books to choose from. So pick out a book, settle down in a comfy chair, and
start reading. %

wondering if you should blithely head across the strait, or hunker down at a dock
with a cold glass in your hand. What to do?

The smart boater will immediately go on line and sign up for USPS University
seminars. Coming up in the next few months are: “Using VHF & VHF/DSC
Marine Radio,” “On-Board Weather Forecasting” and “Using GPS.” These 2 hour
seminars are for busy people who want information they can begin using on their
boats immediately.

Who's in Control in the Water?

Community programs tell you to know your limits, wear a life-
jacket, and be aware of your surroundings. But, is this enough?

No, it's not. The real question is: when you mix your body with a
body of water, which is in control? You may say the water is in
control since the water dictates temperature, tide, waves, current,
depth, etc. But, while these things affect your body, who/what is
in control of your body? Is it you or panic...or not sure?

To panic is to lose control of our body. When we panic, we leave
our body, feel disconnected, paralyzed, or gone. It seems safer
to mentally leave our body than to stay, so "we're out of here."
This may keep us safe in some situations, but not in the water.

Sure, if you know how to swim, you may have some control of
your body in the water. Many people, however, do not know how
to remain in control while in the water. In my years of teaching
swimming, people have said things like: “| can probably swim
enough to save myself” or | can swim, but not with comfort and
ease.” Others have said, “l can swim, but | can't wait to get to
the other side” or "I might panic in deep water.”

Most think the answer lies in taking swimming lessons - they
believe if they learn to tread water or do the front crawl, then
they'll be safe in the water.

Phase out of the 121.5 MHZ EPIRB

The 121.5 MHz EPIRBs (read “old” EPIRBs) are now only authorized on aircraft
and overboard devices — They are no longer authorized for marine use
(after December 31, 2006); See: https://www.piersystem.com/go/doc/786/139352.

The Coast Guard reports it will continue to respond to 121.5 MHz EPIRB genuine
emergency calls from boats, but recommends all mariners switch to category | or
I1 406 MHz devices. These devices have many advantages over the old 121.5 MHz
units including quicker notification, more accurate positioning and registration
information.

The Coast Guard does not plan to penalize boat owners whose 121.5 MHz units
activate in a genuine emergency, however, they may fine owners whose devices
activate in accidental or false emergency situations.

Beacon owners are required to register their 406 MHz EPIRBS in the national
NOAA database. This can be done at: http://www.beaconregistration.noaa.gov, or
by calling: 1-888-212-SAVE (7283). In addition, owners must update their
information every two years or whenever it changes. For additional EPIRB infor-
mation go to: www.sarsat.noaa.gov/emerbcns.html. The complete phase-out of the
121.5 MHZ EPIRPS is scheduled for February 1, 2009  x
