I was going to start this monthôs column with a clever tidbit of 

totally irrelevant and random personal trivia. But there is    

something far more important and interesting to talk about so 

you will have to wait until a later date for my true confession. 

What is so important and interesting that would cause me to give 

up talking about myself? Well, every few years in BSPS, it seems someone 

reaches a major milestone in USPS Education ï they complete all the advanced 

and elective grades. When they accomplish this, they are then call a Senior     

Navigator or SN (in years past this was called a ñfull-certificate,ò this older title is 

perhaps more descriptive of the accomplishment, but I think Senior Navigator  

better fits the honor). Reaching this goal is a truly major accomplishment; it takes 

not only hard work and perseverance, but also a true dedication to better oneôs 

boating skills.  

Well, this year not one, but three members of Bellevue Sail and Power Squadron 

made this grade. This is truly amazing, as many squadrons have no SNs at all and 

the number accomplishing this nationwide last year was just 33 total. This, out of 

our nearly 40,000 members, is less than 1/10th of one percent of the total        

membership. Put another way, BSPS had nearly 10% of all the new SNs across the 

country in one yearôs time. I have to say that again: ten percent! 

OK, I will do this in order of their reaching the grade. First, Ray Huggins, SN 

reached this grade early in January. Then, our SEO, Lt/C David Greene, SN     

finished his last test in June, the lengthy Navigator open book test. And in August, 

Past Commander Sally Stuart, SN had her sights approved for the grade of     

Navigator, her last step to become an SN. What makes this special for me is that I 

had the honor of being the ñrecorderò on one of her trips to the beach to shoot a 

couple runs of sights (I have to confess that she bought me dinner that night, but I 

would have gone with her to help regardless).  

You canôt imagine how proud I am of Ray, Dave and Sally.  

For that matter, when someone in a squadron, any squadron achieves SN, it is a 

source of pride for all the squadron members. For they didnôt do it alone; I am 

extremely proud of the entire BSPS education department and all the hardworking 

and dedicated instructors. Combined, there are hundreds, no thousands of hours 

given by the staff every year to make our education program successful and give 

us three new SNs this year, as well as the many other course graduates (hopefully 

on their way to SN) . 

 Without the instructor, thereôd be no one taking any course, let alone achieving 

the coveted ñfull certificate.ò To borrow a phrase from a politician, ñit takes a 

squadron to make an SN.ò    ×

April 1963 Gretchen Hurter & Erna Abell passed the              

Seamanship Class that was put on for the Sea Belles. 

August 1963 Sea Belles dues were $4.00. It was noted, ñFrom 

the plans in the hopper it looks like $4.00 will buy a full share of education, fun 

and fellowship for the mates this yearò. As quoted by Margaret McKee           

Commanderette. 

There are Commanderetteôs comments in a newsletter in Dec. 1963 which states: 

ñGretchen Hurter for concocting that delightful bit of auction malarkey that should 

keep Neel McIntyre warm all winter.ò Gretchen this sounds like a fun story youôll 

have to share. 

On October 9th 1966 Gretchen Hurter took second place in the Ladies Day       

Predicted Log Race with a 2.3 error. This was a challenge race with other ñracyò   

ladies from other squadrons.

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Sharing the Helm 

On a recent boating trip the Kid and I were finished bringing aboard the stores and 

perishables. A normal routine will have her putting away the goods while I check 

the water and oil levels along with the other essentials needed for getting under 

way. With Mrs. Deere now purring below, shore power and lines free, we proceed 

on our excursion of a couple of weeks on the water. On this occasion the Kid took 

the helm, to get us out of the marina and under way while I erected and secured 

the mast and antennas to enable our electronics on line. Before getting back into 

the wheelhouse I circled the boat coiling the lines, nesting the fenders, hoisting our 

national ensign etc. She cleared the breakwater and came about to the desired 

heading. With our systems except the temp on line she finds our ship on the screen 

and sets our first waypoint. She asked in the form of a question ñhow fast can we 

go before the engine gets warmò I reply 1200 until we get to 140 F. Well why do 

we have two sets of numbers on the temperature gauge. One is metric so just read 

the F scale I reply. All is well and we are underway in earnest. After inspecting the 

temp gauge for a lengthy time she blurts out, there is no 140 on the gauge, I reply 

that we have been through this before and one needs to reference between a    

number lower and one above the 140 target. Minutes later, she comments we are 

up to 175F so can we boost our speed? Sure I reply. With at least a dozen and 

maybe upwards of 20 waypoints she set and navigated we made it to the eastern 

side of Deception Pass maybe 30- 45 minutes to one side of slack water. 

Finally my first comment on her piloting thus far, I suggested that she put the 

autopilot in standby. She saw the pools swirling ahead, and the intimidation had 

already set in. I assured her that she would do fine. You take the wheel she barked, 

I reply that Iôm making us a Crab Louie for dinner, you are doing just fine. No Iôm 

not you take over. Kid, I retort, spread your legs they are too close together and 

crank it up to 2000 if you want, now grab the wheel, nobody is in sight so get 

close to the center of the channel. If you start to swirl donôt be afraid to crank the 

wheel fast, and then bring it back fast. Steering here is fast to and fast back,      

remember we have a trawler now, slow boat fast water, you need to move quick. 

Continuing west bound she worked the wheel left then right, back and forth a few 

times while running at about 8.5 knots. Is that COG or COW? Gee, you better ask 

my partner, she was at the helm. 

With the Kid still at the helm for a full five hours now, and taking us from inside 

our home port marina up to and through Deception Pass and then some, she asked 

to be relieved, I was happy to spell her off for the last leg of the day which would 

find us at anchor in Deer Harbor. 

Aside from a dialog on going through Deception Pass, (the Kidôs first going thru 

DP at the helm), she did a great job by herself, seeking out our paper charts while 

at the helm even though we have traveled this very route dozens of times prior. 

Docking with the Kid at the helm? Well, Iôm ready when she decides to tackle that 

leg, along with her dealing with heavy weather. As for getting from point A to 

point B; she has been there and done that.

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Tech Tips -Time to Winterize your Boat 

As boating season ends for most of us, we sometimes neglect some of the basic 

things that we should do for our boat this time of year.  

¶ Thoroughly wash the exterior. 

¶ Clean your canvas and polish your plastic windows. 

¶ Polish the chrome and the stainless steel railings. 

¶ Check your shore power cord for abrasions and damage. 

¶ Top off your fuel tanks and add a preservative. 

¶ Treat your water tank; replace the filter and then top off. 

¶ Put some heat on helps to keep the boat dry inside (make sure the heater has a 

tip switch ï shuts off if it is knocked over). 

¶ Change engine oil and top off all fluids remember the antifreeze and the gen-

erator. 

¶ Check the water level of the batteries. Some systems have an equalization 

feature now is the time to do this. 

¶ If you donôt plan to use your boat close all your through hull fittings 
(remember to place a note at the helm to remind you to open them in the 

spring) 

¶ In freezing temperature, the engine room may need some heat to avoid any    

damage. 

¶ The dinghy or tender needs cleaning did you remember to flush out the out-

board? Treat the fuel tank and winterize the motor. 

I know this seems like a lot of work but when spring comes along you have a head 

start, maybe less maintenance to do, and more time to enjoy your boat.    × 

åStuffæ at SeaäBell Requirement 
The International Rules have been changed to remove the requirement for an eight 

inch bell on vessels less than 65 feet (20 metres). This means that vessels longer 

than 39 feet do not need a shipôs bell for international travel. However, the US 

Inland Rules were not changed, nor were the requirements for the States of Wash-

ington and Oregon. So, ;you still need the shipôs bell, with a diameter of eight 

inches, for travel in the waters of the Pacific Northwest if your vessel is longer 

than 12 metres. Note that the bell need not be mounted, it just must be available at 

inspection time by USGC, WA, and OR officials.    ×
