The Coast Guard requested | keey
them advised of our recovery progress, and were particularly concerned about an
contamination spills. | called my friend Steve, whose buoy we were using. He was
at his Seattle home, also getting ready to attend the benefit luncheon. Steve said f
would drive up to Camano right away, launch his fishing boat from his cabin and
meet up with us at Warm Beach.

We arrived just before 1100 and dashed out to the beach, searching frantically
Way off in the distance, at least a mile to the south lay Rnivate Island
appearing to be resting peacefully on her port side. At a walking/running pace we
were along side her in a few minutes and estimated she lay at about a 45 degree
heel in about 18 inches of water. She was going nowhere in this high tide. A quick
inspection revealed that visible damage was limited to some paint scrapes belov
the water line. The prop, keel, rudder and deck condition showed no damage a
all. We concluded that overnight, ofrivate Islandhad wandered aimlessly
northeast in Port Susan, coming to rest peacefully on a sandy beach, placed thel
almost caringly by a gently retreating tide.
